At The Asylum Restaurant, located inside the historic (and per 
local folklore also haunted) Jerome Grand Hotel, dinner comes with 
sweeping valley views and a refined American menu. The roasted 
butternut squash soup has developed something of a reputation 
among regulars, and sunset dinners here are hard to beat.

Built in 1899 after the historic Jerome fire, The Clinkscale 
combines a boutique hotel and a modern American bar and grill in 
the heart of Jerome on Main Street.  It is known for steaks, seafood, 
and creative seasonal dishes. Complete the evening with a sweet treat: 
flourless chocolate cake or warm beignets with vanilla bean custard 
and chocolate ganache.

Living Traditions: 
Experiencing Native 
American Heritage

Long before the red rocks of Sedona became 
an international travel icon, the Verde 
Valley was home to thriving Native cultures 

whose traditions continue to shape the region 
today. For visitors, exploring Native American 
heritage here is not just about viewing ancient 
ruins—it is about understanding living cultures, 
enduring craftsmanship, and deep spiritual 
connections to the land.
ANCIENT ROOTS ALONG THE VERDE RIVER

Archaeological evidence shows that the Sinagua 
people farmed, traded, and built sophisticated 
communities in the Verde Valley more than 700 
years ago. Their legacy remains preserved at 
Montezuma Castle National Monument, where 
a five-story limestone cliff dwelling stands tucked 
into a rock alcove above Beaver Creek. Built in the 
1100s, it demonstrates remarkable engineering 
and adaptation to the desert environment.

Just a few miles away, Montezuma Well offers 
a different perspective on ancient life. This 
natural limestone sinkhole, continuously fed 
by underground springs, supported irrigation 
systems that allowed early farmers to cultivate 
corn, beans, and squash in an otherwise arid 
landscape. Walking the shaded trail around the 
well, visitors gain insight into the ingenuity of the 
region’s earliest residents.

Near Sedona, the Honanki Heritage Site 
preserves cliff dwellings and petroglyph panels 
that date back more than 700 years. Guided tours 
led by U.S. Forest Service volunteers help visitors 
understand not only the architecture, but also

Spring Hiking: Trails, Rivers & Red 
Rock Views in Sedona & Beyond  

March may be the Verde Valley’s best-kept secret. While much of the country is still shaking 
off winter, Sedona and its neighboring communities — Cottonwood, Camp Verde, 
Clarkdale, Cornville, and Jerome — welcome hikers with mild temperatures, emerging 

wildflowers, and trails that feel refreshingly alive.
For visitors planning a spring escape, March delivers a sweet spot: cool mornings perfect for 

climbing red rock spires, comfortable afternoons along creekside paths, and clear high-desert 
skies stretching for miles.

WHY MARCH IS IDEAL FOR HIKING
Daytime highs typically settle in the 60s and low 70s, making longer hikes far more enjoyable 

than during the heat of summer. Early mornings can still be crisp, so a light layer is useful at the 
start of the day. After wetter winters, desert marigold and globemallow begin adding bursts of 
yellow and orange to lower elevations.
